What we are looking for in foster homes are people who are committed to providing a safe haven for displaced / abused birds until we are able to find them permanent homes, people who are committed to educating themselves on a daily basis as to how to best care for the birds they have, and people who keep the lines of communication open between themselves and the organization. 
 

Most foster homes decide to foster because there are certain birds they would like to experience before adopting them so they can be sure they are a good fit for their family. We give our foster homes first option to adopt the birds they are fostering and are more likely to place birds in a foster situation where there is likelihood they will be adopted by that household.
 

We agree that we are responsible for the return in good condition of any items loaned to us for the care of the foster bird upon removal of the bird from our home or as otherwise requested by NPR. We agree also to ensure that the items to be adopted out with the bird are transferred to the new owner complete and in good condition. 
 

We agree to notify NPR immediately if a bird is lost, stolen, escaped or has died. We agree that if a death has occurred the body will be stored in the refrigerator and be returned to NPR within 24 hours. We are aware that NPR will work with an avian vet to determine the cause of death and we agree to cooperate with this investigation.
 

We are willing to follow NPR guidelines for behavior modification. We are aware that behavior in parrots is not guaranteed and that NPR is not responsible for damage to our personal property to include tangible, intangible, living or otherwise. 
 

We are aware that NPR does not pay medical expenses or damages to persons or other animals injured by the foster bird. We fully accept this risk.
